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2008 THE 12" LAURIE THOMAS NZ LANDSCAPE SALON

Closing date 4 " June 2008

Our own Photographic Society organises this Salon annually in memory of the late Laurie Thomas,
Hon FPSNZ APSA, who was a former member of CPS, a founding member of PSNZ, and a keen
landscape photographer.

This year there will be again be two sections: one for slides and one for digitally projected images
submitted on CD ROM. Each section will be assessed separately, with a Champion Trophy (which
the winner keeps) awarded to the top image in each section, along with Silver and Bronze Medals,
and Honours and Acceptance Certificates. Entrants may submit images in one section only, or in
both. So, all you photographers who have informed us that you no longer work in slides but only in
the digital medium, here is your chance to again take part in this country’s premier salon for projected
images of the New Zealand landscape.

Up to four images may be submitted in each section. However, no image that is entered as a slide
may also be entered as a digital image, and vice versa. Likewise, no image that has previously
received an Acceptance award or above in the Laurie Thomas Salon may be re-entered in either
section. For slides, both card and glass mounts are acceptable. Specifications for digital entries are
given in the entry form. The image, however, must depict the New Zealand landscape.

Judging of the Salon, which alternates each year between the North and South Islands, will be in
Hamilton this year. It will be chaired by CIiff Threadgold FPSNZ ARPS. Photography has been Cliff’s
passion since the early 1990s and is now his profession. He has been running successful workshops
for more than 10 years and specialises in landscape and travel photography. He was recently
appointed to the PSNZ Honours Board.

Also on the Panel is John Greenwood, President of the Waikato Photographic Society, who won a
Silver Medal in the Salon last year. The third member is Sally Phillips LPSNZ, another successful
Landscape and Natural History photographer whose work attracts much favourable comment.

A further new development of the Salon this year is the opportunity to purchase a CD of the
successful images. For many years, the successful images were duplicated and made available to
clubs as a PSNZ Recorded Lecture. With the advent of digital projection, a CD (of digital projection
resolution) is a more effective way to make the Salon available to clubs and participants.

South Island photographers with images of the South Island landscape have dominated the awards
during the Salon’s first decade. North Island photographers have again been challenged to alter this
trend. However, here in the South Island we don’t want that to happen do we! Start now to search
through your images, both on slide and in digital form, and select your entries. You have two
opportunities to win the very lovely trophy or other awards because you may enter up to four images
in each section if you wish. Remember to check the Rules of Entry carefully, especially in regard to
digitally projected images, and remember that digitally projected images must be submitted on CD
ROM.

You will be sent an Entry Form as a pdf soon after you receive Viewfinder. Additional forms may be
obtained in the following ways:

In Memory of Rhys Jenkins

Rhys was Welsh, though born in London. He spent 70 years of his life a keen amateur photographer.
When he was eleven his father gave him an Ensign box camera. Later he acquired a 6 x 6 TLR on
which he took black and white photographs. Then when colour slide film became available in the
1950s Kodachrome provided film and shortly after Agfa made 30m lengths of film. Rhys used
Cibachrome in the 1070s. He was a dark room master and did his own printing for many years. His
forté was black and white photography on 35mm film.

Rhys joined the Association of Newspapers which published the Daily Mail and the Evening News.
Here he learned the basics of photography. Rhys had another hobby which was that of radio ham. He
went to Royal Military College. During the war he was with the Royal Electrical and Mechanical
Engineers. Here he worked in radio communications with early warning radar.

In 1956 he joined British Aerospace as the programme manager of the British Space programme.
That same year he met Hazel. They were both married at the time so the couples became firm
friends. Subsequently Rhys and Hazel were both widowed. They joined CPS in 1986. Rhys was also
a member of the Royal Photographic Society. Hazel worked in colour and Rhys in black and white.

Hazel told me that Rhys had ‘green fingers’ and spent years grafting hybrid tea roses. He was also
keen on lapidary and would shape caboshons and set them in silver. He did not have any particular
preference for photography subjects—he walked with his eyes open and photographed what appealed
to him.

Rhys was a quiet gentleman with a smile. His quality black and white prints are a lasting legacy. We
are thinking of Hazel at this time.

New Zealand Camera—succeeded Jack Sprosen as business manager —2002. Negotiated with
publishers upgrading to hard cover, wrote text, raised $100,000 in sponsorship 2004-2005.
These efforts among others increased membership by 30%,

Laurie Thomas Salon. For 10 years Newell chaired the committee that pioneered Laurie
Thomas NZ Landscape Salon. The number of entrants increased significantly during this time,

PSNZ Survey—designed a questionaire and reported the first-ever scientific survey of PSNZ
members, providing feed back on Society; services and collecting information that can
potentially attract much more sponsorship,

Camera Talk—advised Jack Sprosen on the initial concept and has written articles, often
anonymously, for most issues,

PSNZ Recorded Lectures—wrote lectures on Laurie Thomas Salon, “APPLES’ and ‘Creating
Landscapes”. Devised and wrote ‘The Three Fellows” lecture, deemed to be the most popular
recorded lecture,

CPS President, Newsletter Editor, Competition Secretary, Grading and Selection Committee
chairman,

Judged for numerous photographic clubs.

Newell is only the second holder of a double fellowship of PSNZ and NPSNZ. He regularly writes for
photographic publications and has had numerous images published worldwide.

Newell's photographic achievements include Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals in PSNZ National
Salons and innumerable other awards in club competitions.
