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CPS FIELD TRIP TO CASTLE HILL  ROCKS 9th NOVEMBER 2008

Springfield, Mid Canterbury, South Island, New Zealand at 7.30 am on a Sunday morning. The only 
things  moving were Judy and I, and the shrubs and trees stirring under the rising nor'wester. Oh, I 
forgot the clouds that were starting to do the 'scud' thing across the sky! Things did not appear to 
bode well for the grey rocks, white puffy clouds and a limitless  azure sky that I had hoped for. Hey Ho 
Ð another over-all grey day with, I supposed, a good chance of rain Ð in other words Ð a typical 
CPSField Trip day Ð Dull, Flat and `orrible!

By now 
small quantities of liquid sunshine were making themselves 
felt, so it was decided to repair to a cafe in Springfield where 
we were able to close the door against the wind. Gosh Ð 
wasn't it hot inside or what?

CPS Fieldtrip to Motunau BeachÐOct 5 2008

7.45 am in Amberley it was raining. I was, however, immensely gratified to find that Diana and Ian 
Andrews had got there before us Ð a wonderful omen, I felt.  By 8 oÕclock more members had arrived 
commenting on the weather. We set off for the Weka Pass Railway yard at Waipara.

When we arrived the driver of the 
steam engine was engaged in 
making lots of black smoke, some 
flames but very little steam. After 
about half an hour, wisps of steam 
began to emanate from various 
places around the engine. After a 
further 30 minutes or so, the old 
engine (99 years old), was coming 
alive with large amounts  of steam 
escaping from every conceivable 
orifice. Still the sky leaked! Leaving 
Waipara, we ascended Weka Pass 
to Waikari where we frightened the 
staff of the Rocking Frog CafŽ with

After the Rocking Frog we made our individual ways up to Waikari Railway Station for more images 
of tracks, the Wickham Car, and other things. After all that excitement we then drove along the 
Waikari-Scargill road stopping at a vantage point for landscapes. Still the sky wept, more in sorrow 
than in temper, I think. The rolling hills, neat hedges, shelter belts  and green green grass would have 
been wonderful to photograph if only the light had tried to cooperate.

When we arrived at Motunau Beach, the dampness  in the air was almost gone so we sat under a 
large macrocarpa tree and had lunch and the Quiz Ð with some people daring to disagree with my 
interpretation of the answers  . What cheek! After all that mental and physical stimulation many of us 
went for a walk along the beach, noting the large amount of driftwood thrown up by the recent winter 
storms, and the landslides all along the cliffs. From Motunau Beach we headed up Hurunui River 
Road for a while, stopping to capture images of an old stable on the side of the road. It was here that 
Judy taught some members how to make fairy toothbrushes, and Dave told us how the fairy got 
pregnant! Moving right along, we stopped once more before arriving back at the Motunau Road 
where the trip ended. Oh! The rain finally ceased and the sun sort of shone.
